Yesterday Lindbergh was in my office and we were discussing
the 509th Bomb Wing. As you know he went to Labrador with one of the

squadrons.

Lindbergh states that the commanding officer of the squadron
with whom he went was an excellent flyer and had an excellent crew on
his airplane. On the other hand, he thought that maintenance in the
squadron and throughout the entire wing was very poor., He stated that
alrcraft were dirty and had material and equipment piled all over them
and that mechanically he thought they were in poor condition. He also
states that he thinks the technique of flying of the major crews of the
509th is very poor. One of the suggestions which came up in our con-
ference was that we require each of the aircraft commanders to fly
each month in a T-6, or other small type airplane, in order that they
might perfect their technique in making landings. It appeared to him
that the case at Goose Bay where the pilot overshot the runway was
just poor technique and it is his opinion that this could be materially
improved if they had the opportunity to make landings in a small air-
plane. He made this suggestion as a result of his own experience in
flying. I think it to be a good idea myself and suggest that we assign
two T-0"s to the group and require both the pilots and co-pilots of our

crews to make at least ten landings each month in a T-0.

L.indbergh thinks that the people who were in Goose Bay were
overworked, He feels that they made more missions than they could
completely absorb. He is most concerned with the overall proficiency
of the crews which he has seen., He thinks that they are far below the
capability of the average commercial liner but that the importance of
their mission warrants that they be more competent. Maybe the pilot,




co-vilot and navigator of atomic bomb crews should receive one
step promotions., Do you think this would be a good idea?

Sammy Anderson just returned from a visit to the 509th.
He reports that Ryan stated that he was overworked and did not have
the capability to carry out the requirements which were placed upon
him, It seems to me that we better start getting rid of commanders
who are overworked. The 31 August personnel report for the 509th
indicates that it has 368 officers and 3,359 enlisted men assigned,
exclusive of those assigned to the 33d Fighter Wing and its subordinate
units. This is a total of 3,727 people to handle 31 airplanes, or a total
of about 120 people per airplane. If a B-29 was shredded, 120 people
per airplane could practically eat it in the period of one month, This
same report came to me last year when we had Colonel Lee command -
ing the 97th Group at Salina., The action we took at Salina was to re-
lieve both the wing and group commander and within three months’
time we had a pretty good organization going there. I do not think we
should relieve Ryan but I am convinced that we should have a more
competent officer in command, and we should also have a more com-
petent officer in command of the group itself. I believe Ryan can do

that job.

_ Doubtless there are a number of people on our bases who
are overworked when the workload is not spread out upon each one.
However, when each man does his share I cannot understand why
anyone would be overworked when they have 120 people per airplane.
It appears to me that the 509th has got into the crying attitude, It is
probable that a good boot on the rear end would be the best thing that
could happen to it. I will appreciate it very much if you will see that

it gets that treatment.

Inclosed herewith is the l1lst Air Transport Unit report you
requested. I hope it serves the purpose. We carefully omitted
any information which was not factual and perhaps would sound like
B-achees However, I would like to recall your attention to a few
contributing factors which you may or may not care to use.

Three factors which make it extremely difficult for the Air
Transport Unit to opsrate on an air line standard are the excessive
delays at piclk-up stations where frequently loading persounnel arse
off duty or simply not available to give the loading of our aire
craft first priority. This happens at all depots, who are also short
handed at this time and who operate on a peace time schedule being
shut tight on the wesk=-end and after duty hourse. This item greatly
curtails efficient operation. <The second factor is that, although
we are presently working our ATU maintenance people at night and on
the week-end, these people should be ziven some congidersatvion for
time off. In attempting to give these men time off, we immediately
become incomparable with air line operation. The air 1line operation
have round the clock maintenmce with dif'ferent crews seven days
a Weok. We do not have the pecple. The third and possibly most
important factor of all is that no aircraft can be flown at a high
rate unless they operate on a standard schedule day in and day out.
This fact was horne out throughout the war in the Training Commend
where aircraft were flowvm at a high rate on a round The clock
schedule. If the lst Air Transport Unit operations are based on a
eight hour, five day a week schedule then ¥The fizures contained
in the attached report show them o be comparable to any alr trans-
port operation any where. Along the same trend, the ATU is definitely
a special projects organization. Frequently, we make 100 hour
inspections way before they are due because an airplane is committed
for a flight to Japan or Germany, etc. When they supoort group
movements in Burope, the Caribbean or Japan, after discharzing their
load they are required to stand by awaiting the completion of the
mission as it is uneconomic to return them from other than the Japan

flights until the meneuver is completed.
