section of this objeat arneared to be of the vhite dright-
ness similar to that of florescent lightin of; vas cir-
cular in shape; was truveling at a height of approxinately
6000 feet; and from the point of view of observer was
approximately 18 inches in diameter. Jbservor doscoribed
that the objeot had an orange flame-type tail, about as
long as the florescent section, this tail tarering to a
point. An overall description given was "like that of a

squid going through water”. Observer stated thut no
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deviation in course was noted; that odbject maintained
cousirtent atltitude and speed, and traveled a course
parallel to the ground., Observer states he kent object
in sight for approxinately 30 to 45 seconds, o noise
was heard. WG indicated he has 12 years servioe,
had not been drinking at time of sighting, as he mas
enroute to Christrmas midnight church services.

The following priority'mesaage, which concerns the sigrhting of an unidentifiec
flying object in the vicinity of a Uon; plane, was forvarded by the Intellirence
Officer, 1500th Air Transport iWing, LATS, Hickam AFB, Hawaii:

g "'#-ﬂﬁ ATV Intelligence 8857. DTG 260001Z Dec 50. Under the provicions
of BATS RETULIVIon 200-3, the following information pertainin: to an unidentified

flying object is hereby reported. This Rapid Report is in exact quotation- *;o“ Lhe
report of the pilot, Captain Md, who was evacuating patients between
Johnston AFB and liickam AFB: 'At the South rort Allen intersection at 2508737 a
large bright lisht approached our aircraft Si-17, 37068, from about three o telock. lie
were cruising at 7,000 feet on a heading of 53° magnetic. The subject aircraft of
some sort approached from the right and cut in front of us and clinzbed straisht alead
of us out of sight. I couldn't distinguish any particular characteristics becauce the
light was so bright., There was full moon und no clouds at the time. Vhen the thing
had passed ahead we went throurh its "prop wash", It trailed an orangze flame and
sparks, noticeable only when it pulled away and up from us. I would puess its speed
to be over 300 LPH and it maneuvered like a fipghter type aircraft. My first inpres-
sion was that it was shining a bright floodlight at our aircraft, therefore we couldn!
see too well its exact size and shape, which we could have otheirmiise seen in the brirch
moonlight. I did not change heading or altitude because it was about 1,000 feet above
my flight path, or seemed to be, liy navigator, copilot and engincer also witnessed
the strange flying machine. I had plenty of time to call the navigator on inter-hone
and asked him what he thought it was and he had time to loox out and call ne bacl, 1
flashed my landing lights but pot no response from the other shin and it hLad no navi-
gational lights. This object had no resemblance to a falling star or meteor. I

would Jjudge it came within 200 yards of us before turning. another aircraft was on
2870 ke. Honolulu Overseas iladio called in and asked if there were other aircraft in
the Honolulu South Port Allen area, I called at 2508352 and pave my H»osition us at
South bFort iallen at 7,000 feet. After landing I discovered other neople had seen tLhe
same thing as I and had the identical description.'®

2. Confirmmation of the sighting is indicated in the following nessare received
from the Commander, Pacific Division, MATS, Hickam AFB, Hawaii:

Unidentified luninous white
circular soovadct visually observed from Hickam AFB about 250832 coning fron the
vicinity of Barbers Point lIAS, passing over John Rogers Airnort, and disavﬁearinﬂ into
local clouds over the.nountaina east of ilonolulu, The ob ject followed a Straiqht,
level course at a constant speed greater than that of a jet aircraft. The total tine
on the observed course was estimated at L5 to L6 seconds. The altitude was estinated
at 8,000 feet. Diameter was »ronortionate to a one-fool object ten fcet from the
observer., An orange flame extended twice the diameter of object. The majority of the
flight was observed with no visibility limitations. .hen the object entered local
clouds over the mountains east of Honolulu, the clouds were illuninated. The above
preliminary report was obtained from two observers who indicate that there are at leas
ten other witnesses. The Conmander-in-Chief, racific Fleet, has received similar re-
ports from other observers, onc of whom believes the object was a neteorite. lLe hases
his belief on previous observations of meteorites. an investipzation is being con-
ducted. A full report will be rendered as soon as nossible.™
