In the first instance, ono round object ap cared
to remain notionless in the vicinity, bubt apnarently higher,; than the balloon,
Th= balloon appearcd to be 13 inches in diameter and the object 25 inches in
dimeter (ratio 3:5) and the color was a dull white., This observation was
nale by the two General Mills observers.

A ghort tine later the sane two observers and four civilian pilots were
ob:zervingz the balloon from the Artesia Airport, Two objecis at apparently
exiremely high altitude were noticed coming toward the balloon from the
northwest., They circled the balloon, or apparently so. and flew off to the
northeast, The tine of observation wes about 40 seconds. The two objects
wverz the same color and size as the first objest, They were flying side-by.-
s8id:, VWhen the objects appeared to circle the balloon, they disapneared and
the observers asssuned they were disc-shaned and had turned on edge to bank.
