Although this revort was belatedly received by this headquarters, it was
thought to pe sufficlently important to forward for evaluation. All gqu.:‘d.ron:?-‘
intelligence officers and alrcrew members in this wing have been forcefully r$minded
0f thelr resoonsibility in promptly revorting all uvnusual aerial observations in
accordance with JANAP 146B and ATL 200-5.

The attached photographs nrove the authenilcity of the report as observed and
the only explanation of the ob,jects that can be reached a2t this headquarters is the
 possibility that the white puffs may have been caused by exhaust from 2 vertically
launched, multiple phase, rocket or gulded missile. The proximity of the aircraft
to the New Mexico testing sites does not rule out this possibdility, dbut since the
wind velocity at 13,000 feet was 35 knots, it seems unlikely that exhaust puffs

vould remain that long without dissinatinge.

On the 19th of May 1952, at 18,000 ft, L5 mimutes out of telly AF¥B, 30 niles

southwest of San Augelo, Texas, I observed ceven unldentifiable glowing objects
anead, on courss, l/e conbimied on course and approached then lor about zn hour,
Cn closor cbservation they appeared to re to be vapor trails, ths hiphest ot
approxinately 40,000 £t, spaced down at 1,000 £t intarvals as sketched balow¥,
The trolls were approximately ons mile in langbth,

¥hile returning from TDY, Kelly AFB on May 19,1952 at 2005 C.5.T. T ob-

served out of the left blister a neculiar formation of bright spots (5) under
the wing (left) at 12 o'clock, They were in a vertical line, As we come closer

the spacing between the spots became uneven and gradually left a vertical line,

They appeared as dlagrammed below, Just before dusk, at the closest, I was oble

to see what was causing the spots. It appeared that some aircralt had left
vapor trails in a spiral ascent or dzscent. The brightness of the spots a

peared to me to be caussed by the sun's reflection from these vapor trails,

Altitude appeared to bz some 15 to 20 thousand feet above cur altitude of
18 ,000 feet.

On tay 19, 1952 at 2005 hrs C.5.T. approximately 30 miles southwest of San
Angalo, Texas, a string of scven circular lights was observed ahead of &nd
higher thon our aireraft., The sighting was reported Lo the A/C and overyone
within view of the objects ettempted to determine what they were, Upon closer
chservatlion on iy pari they apreared to be vory small circles such as a smuall
Jet plans might make 1T it ware {flying en exiremely small clrclese A bstber
degceription might be of a white doughnut in the skye. There wors seven cuch
objects almost ons above the other, The altituds of the objacls scsmed to ms
to range from approximately 25,000 £t (the lowest) to approximateky 60,000 £t
(tha highest). As we got clozer to the objéct.e the circular part of ths objects
seemed larger and fuzzler as a vapor trall might appear after it begins to dise-
slpate, They stayed in view, still appearing ahsad of us, until darlk, The extroms
brightness of the objects upon {first sighting seemed to come {rom tha sun which
vas sobtting. Later on ths objocts definitely had the fuzzy, hazy appearance of

a dissipating vapor trail.

Shortly before sunset on the evening of the 19th of 'ay 1952 wo were flying

at an altitude of 138,000 ft. The navigator called our attention to noms objects
in the air ahead of us, At first glance they looked like seven bright vhite lights
in vertical formation. Looking at them thru 6 powsr binoculars they appeared to
be swall white clouds, as the edges could be noticed to be cloud-lilke in nature,
The objscts continued to be visible until dark (about one hour) without changing
very much in size or distance although we were flying almost directly toward tham
for this time. They were ahead of the ship's course, slightly to the loft and
higher than us by about an angle of 10 to 15 degrees,

Vibile flying southwest of San Angelo at 20050 19 May 1952 at 18,000 seven
bright lights appeared in the west in trail.* The height and distance could
not be determined, The lights appsared to be circular for about 30 minutes
and then seemed to spread or trall out like a vapor trail, It appeared fron

the boginnln; ag 1f it .could have been small cloud or vapor formations with

the setting sun reflecting off a lower deck cloud formation or haze layer,
They were visible until dark., As we flew along we did not se2m to get closer,

I reported this to the San Ahgelo Radio and the operator obssrved this

incident from the ground,
