This object vas first signhted visually by sround sources
whose statements are included in reports 52-93 und 52«94 cited acove.
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D/1 FCAF Comment:

1, The maneuvers deecribed are at variasnce with those descridesd by tha
ground observers who reportsd what is bdelioved to be the same sizhting (Raferencs
Dot 1, 6004th Adr Intellizence Service Squairon Reports No 52-93 and 52=-04) .

2. 7The performance reported indicates that the object was posaidly a lizhs
carried by a highperformance aircraft.

3. ILocation of the sizhtinz was just south of Chorwoa, approximately 180
nauntical miles from Antung.

4, Due to the grratic naneuvers of the objJect 1t may have been impossible for
the P=94 to lock raief contect, but no explanation has been fonnd for fellure of
the zground radar to "paint® the obj~ct at any time,
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
