basis. The fcllowing letter vas sent from Amsterdam on 1 Aug 52.

"Beginning July 17, 1952 KIM starts DC-6B flights from the Netherlands to Brazil,
Uruguay, and Argentina. The DC-6B's will fly twice a weex from Amsterdam to
Buenos Aires, one flight being routed via Frankfurt, Ceneva, Lisbon, Dakar,
Recife, Rio de Janeiro and Montevideo and the other via Zurich, Lisbon, etec.

The DZ-6B's on these routes will accommodate 50 passengers; t.he 'Honeymoon Suite'’
kas four seats, while the mair cabin has 34 seats, and the rear cabin is equipped

with 12 sleepair geats.

"The - schedule of the special air freight service, which KLM recently inaugurated
betwveen Amsterdam and Johannesburg, has bean revised, with the result that the

time taken for each flight is now one day less. Since July 8, the 'flying freight-
trucks' have been leaving Amsterdam on Tuesday and arriving in Johanresburg on
Thursday every two weeks.

"Mr SR, vho has been General Chief of Flying for KIM for the past
four years, and in the employ of KIM as a pilot since 1945, resigned hies position

effective August 1, 1952. Just as he was on the verge of departure with his
family, he was offered and accepted a new position with KIM. He will now be a
general representative for KIM and will be stationed in Hollywood to act as an
Operations adviser. He will also take over all Jjet research.
