I. Descriptilon of Incldent

At 23,5 & two civilian sources observed one small flying object moving at a
groat rate of speed and porforming vliolent mansuvers, The object's sound was

similar to tia%t of a jet alrcraft. The object made three 260° right turns in
nine scconds then performed abrupt G0° turns first to the right, then to the left.
The object ttan stopped, accelerated to its former speed, rose vertically and

disappoared.,

Jdl. Discussion of Incident

The only known aerlal object capable of appearing to go through tha deserlbed
maneuvers wo-ld be a balloon; however, the time factors and veloclity eatimates
do not support this conclugion,
