1°10’ ., he observed a meteor with o very
long red trail visible for 3 seconds, bearing 35° at an altitude of
457, The meteor descended vertically and disappeared at an alti-
tude of 10°,

Clear weather, air temperature 52° I°,, barometer 50.20 inches.

Chiefl Ofticer D, F. Gottschalt of the Isvaeli SS. Meir Dizengolf,
Capt. G. Gladioli, Master, reports that at 0350 G. M. 1. on March
6, 1953, in lal. 39°34” N., lon. 12°24" E., Cadet A. Lubinski on
lookout sighted an object silver in color of about second magnitude
and approximately twice the diameter of a star. It appeared
at about 80° altitude bearing 200° and moved at a very rapid
vale In a dirvection of 110° for about & seconds until it was ob-
scured by the foremast. The vessel’s heading was 117°.
