) g Dascription of Incident

An unidentifiad ohlact was observad by the crew of a C-119 aircraft while

enroute to Tripolil from Tunis. The obJject appeared very bripght with a halo of

diffused light surrounding it and was observed off the right wing of the air-

i eraft lving at 7,000' on a 170° heading making I.A.S. of 170 knota. Length

of observation varied from 5 to 55 minutas by assorted members of the crew some
of whom statad that it appeared to ascend and then desceand slowly.
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II. DPiscussion of Incident
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Four out of six of the crew statad that, in thelr opinion, the object was
not a star, whereas the remalning ovsarvers would not commit thamselves on a
conclusion, Since the sighting secemed to be astronomical in nature, Project
Blus Book submitted it no i1t3 contract astronorer, standard operating procsedura
in such caszes, It was detarmined that Venus was probably responsible for the
observation in that it sppears at an approximate 200° azimuth in Libya on this
date, and under fair wemather conditions would appear very bright. The fact that
4t remained almost stationary and was observed for a long period of time would

support this conclusion,
