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| Venus, the only planet iiow visible in the evening, is
a brilliant object in the sky and will scon be joined by the

Leonids, “shooting stars.”

By JAMES STOKLEY

» THAT BRILLIANT object you see in
tiie southwestern sky these evenings as dark-
ness falls 1s not an airplane, a flying saucer,
or some bright light hung in the sky as part
of an experiment.

What you see is the planet Venus, now
reaching its greatest prominence, which
comes just before its disappearance from
the evening sky early in 1958.

Venus is far brighter than any other star
or planet seen in the night sky and there
1s no dificulty in identifying it. Indeed, it
can be observed long before the sky is dark.
In fuce, if you know where two look, you can
cven see it in broad daylight!

Alter it passed behind the sun last April
14, Venus has gradually been drawing to
rhe east of that body. That meant that it
tollowed the sun in its daily motion across
the skv, and so remained visible in the west
after the sun had set. On Nov. I8 it will
te farther east of the sun, hence remaining
n the sky tor the longest ame after sunset,
nearly three hours. After that it will start
:nm.'ing toward the sun a;zuin.

Recause of its ecarly setuag, Venus does
not appear on the accompanying maps of
the November evening skies, which show
thelr appearance abour 10:00 p.m., vour own
kind of standard tnie, at the first of Novem-
ber, 9:00 p.on on the 15th and 8:0 pun. on
the 3(0th.

Bright Birds in the Sky

These maps do, however, show the stars
that are now visible, ;

Toward the west is Deneb, at the top of
the “morthern cross,” which is really part
of the constellanon of Cvgnus, the swan.
Deneb s iy the bird's wil; in fact, the word
'« Arabic and means “ral.” The crosspiece
reprecents the wWings, and the lower part of
the cross hus long neck, stretched forward
in fHight At the head is Albiren, a star of
the sccond magniude on the astroncmical
hrigntness scale, Below Cygnus s anodher
firer.magnitude star, Vega, 1n Lyra, the lyre.
To the left is another bird, Aquila, the
cacle with the gtar Altalr.

bagh 1 the south you can see the four
stars that form the “great square,” part of
the constetianon of Pegasus, the winged
horse,  Although these are not among the
origheest, thewr characteristic arrangsment
nikss them a good starting place from
s 0ich to ﬁllt' other groups. The hﬁrﬁ.
actually, is upside down in the sky, as the
row of stars exending westward from the
lower right corner of the square is his head!
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not in Pegasus at all, but in the neighboring
group of Andromeda. This constellation
represents the Ethiopian princess who, ac.
cording to mythology, was chained to a rock

to be devoured by a sea monster, represented
by the wﬂ —of Cetuy, the whale, in
the south. Fortunately, she was rescued by

the hero, Perseus, who is seen in the north-
cast.

Andromeda’s mother, Cassiopeia, is seen
in the north, a group forming the letter M,
above Polaris, the pole star. Alongside her
ts her husband, the king, Cepbeus.

Turning now toward the cast, we can see
what 1s geaerally considered to be the finest
coastellation in the sky making its debut for
the season.

Orion: Seasen’s Finest

This is Orion, the warrior, easily recog-
nized because of the three stars in a row
that form his belt. To the left is Betel-
geuse, to the right i Rigel, both of the first
magnitude, altho being so low in the
sky they do not appear as bright as they

Shower of ‘Stars’”’ to Come

November is the moath bringing one of
the year's famous showers of meteors, or
“shooting stars,” which appear from about
the 13th to the 16th.

They are most numerous after midnight,
because then we are on the forward side of
the carth in 1ts annual movement around
the sun. Thus, we meet them head-on
This is different from the evening hours
when we are on the rearward part, and see
only those that catch up to us.
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
