The three-man crew of a freight train had a
Strange experience between Presidencia La Plaza
and Resistencia, Province of El Chaco, according

to several press reports. At 6.30 D.mM. [Drecise date
not given) they beheld, walking along the ratlway
track towards them, a tall being, “over 2 metres
high”, wearing a red one-piece garment. The
driver slowed down and all three were able to get a
vicw of the stranger, who, they agree, had a pale
face, long fair hair, and was holding something
before him in Horh hands “as though making an
offering”. They thought at first that the object
looked like the body of a small child. Suddenly,
when the locomotive was not more than 5 metres
from the figurs, it ““shot p suddenly as though in a
whirlwind, and vanished™. Railway officials
subsequent!ly searched the area but found nothing.
Mcanwhile, in the town of Resistencia, a man
named Justo Masin reported to the authorities that
on the same day and at about the same hour, just
as he and his fourteen-year-old son were about to
