We are in receipt of your report of unidentified flying object
sightings on 9 Sep 64 in the Boston, Massachusetts, North Shore
area. We are in accord with your conclusions on sightings three
through eleven, as being the advertising plane from RBeverly Airport.
vhile these reports are of 1dentified objects and not unidentified
reports the information does serve asS confirmation of the visual
characteristics displayed by aircraft with advertising banners.

The sightings of witnesses One€ and two cannot be evaluated as
the advertising plane since the object was observed at the same
time. This sighting presenis some characteristics of a reflection

of sea.rchlight/ spotlight or other ground lights. Verification
required for ane valuation of this nature would include the weather

data to establish a cloud or haze layer and the presence of a

searchlight/spotlight in the area. The description of the second
object is in accord with this evaluation. The object was elliptial

shape with fuzzy edges, no noise, dull grey color diffused with

yellowish tint. The motion is also highly suggestive of this
phenomena. ‘In your continued investigation this possibility coud
be checked., Did James Warsher have the feeling that the second
object was trying to intercept or catch the sdvertising plane, in

o manner such as somecne with a spotlight perhaps attempting to focus

on this plane? = °

Thank you for your letter of 14 October 1964 in resvonse to one
of several recent UFO reports which I submitted to the USAF, i.e.
UFO sightings on 9 September 1964 in the Soston, llassachusetts,
North Shore Area. Iman mr questions concerning the
possibility that the "second object™ sighted by James Jarsher and
his friend was a searchlight or Spotl_ght I am supplying the
following information.

Cne of my initial questions to lr. Warsher was whether a search-
light reflection on a cloud layer was what he might have witnessed
as there were low scattered clouds over Boston and such a light
CO u.ld have performed the maneuvers described. 1 received
emphatic "no" from him. He described the object as solid : having
depth, and flying below the cloud base. Only the "bottom" of the
chiect was dimly glowing. As regarding your query whether Iir,
Jdarsher felt tnat the second object was "Trying to intercept or

atch the advertising plane", the an swer 1s also negative. The
ireraf™ was on the other side of the Charles diver heading toward
he W32 TT towers whereas the UFC wzs zpproachinz from the oppesite
Airection over the Charles River toward their car on the Harvard
nuare 3Sridge.

black, torpedo-shaped and had small fins at its rear. lio wings or
other avpendages were observed. lio noise. o exhaust trail. Zou navy
already have been forwarded this information. I am presently workingz
on several more recent reports: - a UFO which overtook two jets which
had just broke the sound barrier over Broclton, Mass. and which then
droppred to hover over Brockton in three different areas after makingz
abrunt maneuvers; the other involved a UFC observed hovering over a
street in the city of Haverhill, lMass. around 1:00 Al one morning.

It was circular in shape and, significantly enough (cf. Warsher) its
base nhad a soft glow coming from it. Illumination from nearby
streetlignts revealed a dome-like structure on top. The sight of it
sent the witnesses hurrging to the police station! ULetails will be
sent out shortly to AFSC (FTD) and to civilian groups.

put on a distribution list for future releases or would 1 have to ask
for such "releases™ specifically i.e. referring to each sighting
separately? I have followed the UFO problem for seventeen years and an
dependent upon UFO information through UFO organizations; newsclip
service: personal contacts and personal investigations concerning UrO
sightings. Any "meleases" available from The Office of Information,
Cffice of the decretary of the Air Force would be greatly appreciated
and would be a great aid in ny own U¥O research. The implications of
the the sizhtings of real "unknowns" thrcughout the world are enormous
and complicated. One needs as much information as possible to carry on

a seriocus study of thiese oblects.
