I wish to report the sighting ol an UFQO over this city at
8:I0 P.M.,0on the 7th of this month,August. OSee attached sketch.

* The UFO was sighted by me at the named time and date approaching
from the north northwest. Its height could only be estimated an
asmad to be cireca 3,000 feet. It showed only as a rather bright
wnite 1light, Whetu_r from the sun or by its own illumination I could
not ove positive. Its speed was far to great for any aircraft, but
not near so fast as the siowest meteor., 7There was no trail benind
it. Over the southaern part ¢f this city it meade a turn of about
8C degrees to the =sast. The turn‘was abrupt--a sharp angle. It
diszppeared to the east, the whole flight observed taking about I4
seconds. .

Besides mysell, Tthe Ur0 was sighted by two other obsesrvers in
this citys; both of whom asked that their names not be used by me,
- However, these are on record and if it becomes necessary I ﬁhall
endfyou their names, as per my agreement with then.

In the last six months several unidentified flying objects
nave been reported to me via teiephone, but as the observers would
not furnish their names 1 did not report them to you. I have them
on file though, 1if you wish them. TITwo of the reports =« of a
rather terrpriying nature to the observers. I cannot, of course,
vouch for that kind of sightings.

ilewspapers, by their flippant attitude, make it most difficult
to cbtain reliable data on any UF0O sighted anywhere, People Iear
the ridicule which is sure to be directed at them When.they report
any zind of UFO, It certainly stalls my own observations by pre-
ventinz the securing accurate information on any UFO., I have aven
had newspapers refuse to publish appeals made to the people to help
veriiy the sightings of UFOs.
