It was three separate objects, very bright, with a white,
hot light., They were eliptical in shape and as they came toward us, all of a
sudden they turned west. They emitted a red exhaust resembling a comet tail
two and one-half times longer than the object. It was hard to determine the
height, Soon after they emitted the red rocket burst, they separated and
